Before you buy, always
check the product labels.
Look for labeling that reads
"DANGER," "WARNING,”
"CAUTION," "TOXIC," "CORROSIVE,"
"FLAMMABLE," or "POISON." These warnings tell
you if the product is harmful to you, your family and
the environment, and how to use, store and dispose
of it safely.

X Pour harmful household products
down a sink, toilet or bathtub drain
unless the products are made for

® Glass Cleaner: Mix 1 tablespoon of vinegar or
lemon juice in 1 quart of water.

Toilet Bowl Cleaner: Use a toilet brush and
baking soda or vinegar.

Furniture Polish: Mix 1 teaspoon of lemon juice
in 1 pint of vegetable oil.

® Rug Deodorizer: Sprinkle liberally with baking
soda and vacuum after 15 minutes.

X Pour products like used oil or bug killer
on the ground or into storm drains

X Store leftover products in food

e Plant Spray: Wipe leaves with mild soap and or beverage contalners
water and rinse.

® Mothballs: Use cedar chips, lavender flowers,
rosemary, mint, or white peppercorns. '8
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
